(AUSTIN, TX) - The Texas Conference for
Women, now in its 19*" year, is part of the largest
established network of professional women’s con-
ferences in the country. It will be held in Austin, TX
at the Austin Convention Center on Friday, Novem-
ber 9t, 2018.

Keynote speakers will include REESE

(Austin, TX) - Members of the Travis County
Commissioners Court released the following state-
ment regarding the National Oceanic and Atmo-
spheric Administration (NOAA) Atlas 14 rainfall
intensity and floodplain findings :

Item 16: Consider and take appropriate
action regarding the effects of recent National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration
(NOAA) Atlas 14 rainfall intensity and flood-
plain findings on future Travis County Capital
Improvement Program (CIP) projects.

“Travis County has a responsibility to
prepare for the future and to lead by example.
Atlas 14 has shown we must make changes to
our bond projects in order to keep our con-
stituents safe. As we move forward with our
projects, our staff will continue to work
closely with our neighboring governments
and make certain we are keeping the best in-
terests of our constituents in mind.
