The project grew out of the African American Quality of Life initiative

The Dedrick-Hamilton House was owned by the family of Thomas Dedrick, one of the first freed slaves in Travis
County. The home, built around 1880, was in one of the earliest African American communities in East Austin.
Residing in the house, Dedrick’s eldest son, William, and his wife, Sarah, engaged in benevolent work in the African
American community.

The connecting link between the historic house and the new building was carefully differentiated from the origi-
nal house in terms of design and material use. The goal of this connection is to serve as a functional backdrop to the
historic house and new building, using careful design to avoid overwhelming the historic house.

The Villager Newspaper is a publication of the
Black Registry Publishing Company (BRPC). The
BRPC was founded by T. L. Wyatt in 1969 for the
purpose of publishing a classified directory of
Black-owned businesses in Austin. The first issue
was published in 1971, and has been in continuous
publication ever since. The directory still remains
an information-based resource for individuals
interested in contacting African-American
businesses in Austin.

In 1973, Wyatt realized the need for a weekly
publication that could report the latest in positive
news about the African-American community. He
noted that most news reported the major media was
usually negative. Thus, The Villager was born.
Since its inception, The Villager has experienced
continuous growth in the Austin market.
